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No Phosphorous shall be used at planting time unless soll testing has been completed and tested by a Horticultural testing lab and the sail tests specifically indicate a phosphorous deficiency that is harmful,or will prevent new lawns from

establisshing properly.

IF soil tests indicate a phosphorous deficiency that will impact plant and lown estoblishment, phosphorous shall be applied at the minimum level prescribed in the soil test.
